Curriculum History
The first Fire Inspector I program was run in June of 2002 based on the 1998 standards. It was first accredited by The Pro Board in 2003. The program was subsequently updated in 2005, 2011, and 2014. In 2024, as part of the NFPA Emergency Response & Responder Safety (ERRS) Consolidation Project, the standards for all levels of Fire Inspector were moved to NFPA 1030. As part of this process, the standards for Fire Inspector I were modified to make the certification more accessible for smaller agencies and the certification was renamed to First Responder Inspector.
NFPA 1030 defines the First Responder Inspector as someone who performs basic fire safety inspections, including specific code and standard sections, at the direction of the AHJ. Individuals at this level can include firefighters who are normally assigned to fire suppression or other individuals whose primary job responsibilities are not fire inspection. This is a departure from the 1031 Inspector I who operates more independently. The First Responder Inspector level does not cover information in the detail or depth that a Fire Inspector (formerly Fire Inspector II) would require. It is recommended that a First Responder Inspector be overseen by, or in direct contact with a certified Fire Inspector.
Summary of Changes
While the foundational content of fire inspection has not shifted significantly, this updated curriculum introduces significant changes to the structure of the program. The following is a list of major changes:
· Introductory Module. Addition of an introductory module, intended to be delivered online and to prepare all students to better engage during the classroom portions of the course.
· Focus on Practical Application. Practical skills have been clearly defined and 
Learning Outcome
By the end of this course, those with professional or statutory need to perform fire inspection activities within New Hampshire municipalities will be able to inspect existing occupancies, determine compliance and need for permitting, and participate in legal proceedings as a fact witness in accordance with federal regulations, state statutes and rules, and local ordinances and policies by demonstrating the ability to read plans, reference and apply code, and conduct inspections to identify and communicate violations in oral or written format.
Prerequisites
High School Diploma
NFPA 1030 6.1.3.1 requires that to train as a first responder inspector, the student should possess, at a minimum, skill in written and oral communication. The NFPA suggests that evidence of this knowledge could be shown by documentation of high school or college coursework. English literacy is a core requirement for high school graduation throughout the United States, and most accredited institutions of higher education require English composition or equivalent courses to be eligible for degree conferral. It is not the intent of the NFPA to require college-level coursework as a prerequisite. The pre-requirement of a high-school diploma meets the intent of this standard.
Hazardous Materials Awareness 
NFPA 1030 6.1.3.2 requires the first responder inspector to meet requirement of NFPA 470 5.2 to recognize and identify the hazardous materials/WMD and hazards involved in a hazardous materials/WMD incident. This does not imply that applicants must have an accredited certification at the NFPA 470 Awareness level. The pre-requirement of a course that meets the requirements established in Chapter 5.2 of NFPA 470 meets the intent of this standard. For example, the following certificates would meet this prerequisite:
· NFPA 470 Hazardous Materials Awareness Level Responder
· AWR160 WMD/Terrorism Awareness for Emergency Responders
· Any course that meets the requirements identified in 29CFR1910.120(q)(6)(i)
There is a sustained emphasis on Hazardous Materials Awareness training, underscoring the importance of preparedness for dealing with hazardous substances. Knowledge of hazardous materials supports students in meeting the requirements of NFPA 1030 6.5.10 in this course.
Learning Objectives
Learning objectives are clear goals that help instructors plan lessons and activities to focus on the most important parts of the lesson. By having these goals set in the curriculum, instructors can adapt their lessons to meet the needs of their students and the constraints of the learning environment. Learning objectives help instructors and program coordinators measure how well students understand the material through formative evaluations and activities, ensuring students and instructors stays on track.

For direct delivery, a student to instructor ratio of 1:16 is generally sufficient. However, practical activities may require greater levels of instructor supervision and interaction to ensure student understanding of the lesson materials.
